It is contenplated also that the Buil ding Manager use Trustees from
the jail to the fullest extent, regular supplies used by the Courthouse and
jail, including autonobile repairs, gas and oil, tires, etc. in addition the
Bui | di ng Manager will also be used in the purchase of R ght of Way for use of
County and State H ghway when needed.
