County since October 1, 2003; and

Whereas Johnson County and CareFlite now wish to amend the sentence in Article VII,
Section 7.02, Renewal Terms, which states that “Such notice of termination shall be received one
hundred and eighty (180) days prior to the end of the then current term” to state that “Such notice
of termination shall be received one hundred and twenty (120) days prior to the end of the then
current term”.

Now, therefore, the parties agree as follows:

The sentence in Article VII, Section 7.02, Renewal Terms, which states that “Such notice
of termination shall be received one hundred and eighty (180) days prior to the end of the then
current term” is amended to state that “Such notice of termination shall be received one
hundred and twenty (120) days prior to the end of the then current term”.

This amendment is effective February 9, 2015.
