 A motion was made by Commissioner Hadley and seconded by Commissioner Maddox that the 

bid of Kyle Hardesty to rebind the books of the County Surveyor for $110.00 be approved.  All voted 

“Aye”. 

 A motion was made by Commissioner Roland and seconded by Commissioner Maddox that the 

application of Oran Smith, Sheriff, to employ Carl Collins as Deputy Sheriff at a salary of $150.00 per 

month beginning June 1, 1946 be approved.   All voted aye.  

 A motion was made by Commissioner Hadley and seconded by Commissioner Roland that the 

application of A. T. Griffin to employ Betty Rosser in the County Clerk’s office at a salary of $100.00 per 

month beginning July 1, 1946 be approved.  All voted “Aye”.
