WHEREAS, the North Central Texas Council of CGovernnents in turn has
of fered to supervise the preparation of such a plan for each of said counties
in order to: (1) aid its nenber governnents; (2) pronote efficient and orderly
devel opnent of rural communities and facilitate beneficial coordination of
overal |l devel opnent; and (3) provide the infornmation necessary to avoid
over| appi ng, duplication, underdesign, or overdesign of the comunity water
and sewer facilities that may be constructed in the area covered by the plan;

WHEREAS, the Conmi ssioners Court of Johnson County is desirous of
availing itself of the services of the North Central Texas Council of
Governments to devel op such a plan for the rural portions of Johnson County in
order to enable its rural comunities and water and sewer districts to qualify
for rural water and sewer construction grants fromthe Farners Hone
