Donor does hereby offer to donate and transfer complete and absolute ownership to JCHC the
personal property listed and described and incorporated herein.

For a donation to be accepted, such donation, after being offered by Donor, must be accepted and
approved by both JCHC at a regularly scheduled meeting and by Commissioners Court of Johnson
County, Texas in an open session.

Personal Property donated to JCHC may not be returned to the Donor after acceptance and
approval by both JCHC and by the Commissioners Court of Johnson County, Texas.

Upon acceptance and approval by both JCHC and the Commissioners Court of Johnson County,
Texas complete and absolute ownership of the donated personal property transfers to JCHC and is
subject to the current laws of the State of Texas or as it may heteinafter be amended.



General Terms and Conditions between Donor and JCHC:

1. No item(s) shall be left at the JCHC Courthouse Museum without an attached, signed donor form
including the Donor’s complete name, physical and mailing addresses, phone numbers and email.

2. A photograph of each item shall be attached to its Memorandum of Donation form.

3. Age, historic significance (especially to Johnson County, Texas) and rarity of the proposed donation(s)
shall be considered by JCHC on an individual basis.

4. Large items or items requiring special handling or storage cannot be accepted at this time.

5. JCHC reserves the right to decline any donation. If not accepted by JCHC, Donor has thirty (30) days
to retrieve their item(s). After 30 days, disposition shall be at the discretion of JCHC Executive
Committee. ~
